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Hayom Yom: 30 Shvat - The 1st day of Rosh Chodesh
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Many chassidim used to consider the day they first came to Lubavitch as their birthday. My
teacher, the Rashbatz,2 arrived in Lubavitch for the first time on the Thursday night of Parshas
Mishpatim, 5608 (1848). Every year, [on that evening,] he would stay awake throughout that
night, and [in the morning] put on his tefillin at precisely the hour that he had entered the
study of the Tzemach Tzedek [for yechidus] for the first time.3
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
