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It is written:1 “A man’s gift grants him amplitude, and leads him before great men.” Some people
are renowned for their wisdom or their wealth. However, “a man’s gift” — his giving of himself2 to
an activity that strengthens the practice of Yiddishkeit — not only elicits ample blessings, but also

“leads him before3 great men.”4
