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My revered father, the Rebbe [Rashab], once related: “The maamar beginning Vaeira... U’Shmi A-
donai (not the one that appears in Torah Or),which explains that no [Jew] ultimately will remain
estranged from G-d,1 came to be known as der frumer Vaeira.2 The Alter Rebbe would deliver it
publicly every three years,3 repeating it each time almost verbatim. [Nevertheless,] the Tzemach
Tzedek said: ‘Every time, there was a new light.”” On this my father commented: “Light (or) is
always the same; a luminary (maor) is always like something new.”4
