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Particularly in these times, when thanks to G-d’s kindness we stand at the threshold of the
Redemption, we must make every effort to strengthen all matters of our faith, [including] the
conscientious observance of every mitzvah and of all our customs, without the slightest
compromise. It is a mitzvah and an obligation incumbent upon every rabbi in the Jewish world to
inform his community that [our people’s] difficulties and sufferingsl are the birth pangs of
Mashiach. G-d, our L-rd, is demanding of us that we return to the Torah and its mitzvos, so that we
will not delay the coming of our righteous Mashiach, in the immediate future.2
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
