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Our custom in putting on the tallis: The folded tallis is placed on the right shoulder [with the
four tzitzis in front], and one checks the tzitzis while reciting [the two verses beginning] Barchi
nafshi.l The tallis is then unfolded and opened wide. After kissing its [upper] edge, it is swung

around from the position in which it is held in front of the worshiper until it is hanging behind
him.

At this point the blessing lehisateif betzitzis is begun, and it is completed2 as one is about to

bring the two right-hand corners of the tallis in front of the neck and over the left shoulder.3
[Thus all four tzitzis are now on the left side, two in front and two behind.]
