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Day 19 of the Omer
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It is a Jewish custom not to trim or cut a boy’s hair until he is fully three years old.

Cutting the boy’s hair at that time — an opshereneshl — is an important Jewish custom, whose
main aim2 is to educate the child to leave his peyos [uncut].3 From the time of his [first]
haircut, when the peyos are left uncut, the custom is to make a point of training the child to
wear a tallis katan, and to recite the Morning Blessings, the Grace after Meals, and the
