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From a public talk of my revered father, [the Rebbe Rashab]: Part of the chassidic “exodus

from Egypt”l is the mitzvah to recount the story of the exodus from Egypt verbally.2 This
means telling chassidic stories, and listening and internalizing them in one’s innermost self.

One should realize that every story offers a directive for our lives. Every story ought to refine

our character,3 produce inner gusto in the loving performance of mitzvos, and sensitize us to
perceive the pleasantness of the teachings of Chassidus.4
