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Chassidim once asked the Alter Rebbe: “Which kind of Divine service is superior — cultivating
a love of G-d or cultivating a love for one’s fellow Jew?”

[The Alter Rebbe] answered: “Loving G-d and loving one’s fellow Jew are both equally
engraved in the soull of every Jew. Nevertheless, it is explicitly stated:2 ‘l have loved you,’

declares G-d.” From this we can conclude that the love for one’s fellow Jew is superior,
because it involves loving what one’s Beloved loves.”3
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
