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Hayom Yom: 4 Nissan
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For a businessman, Divine service comprises two main components:

(a) Divine service relating to himself: During free time in the midst of his activities, such as while
sitting in his store, he should study a passage of the Mishnah or a chapter of Tanya. He should
know certain Torah teachings by heart, such as extracts from Chumash, Mishnayos, Tehillim, or
Tanya, so that he can review them while walking in the street, the marketplace and the like.1

(b) Divine service relating toothers: While talking business, he should deftly divert the course of
the conversation so that he can relate a story with a message. Likewise, he should find some
pretext or reason to encourage his friend to study, or the like.2
