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My revered father, the Rebbe [Rashab], did not look favorably on the practice of taking a
haircut [at the conclusion of the period of the Omer] during the [Three] Days of Preparationl
preceding Shavuos, i.e., before the eve of the festival.2
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Whoever analyzes the approach of Tosafos (Shabbos 89a; s.v. Torah)3 understands that
Shavuosis a unique time of Divine favor. At that time [in the Heavenly Court] G-d disconcerts
the Accuser of the Jewish people, just as He confuses him when the shofar is sounded on Rosh
HaShanah and Yom Kippur.4
