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There are two statements very characteristic of Chassidus:

(a) “A Jew [innately] recognizes G-dliness and is [inherently] sensitive to that which is
supernatural. He needs no proof of this.”

(b) “No Jew is willing — and no Jew is able — to remain separate from G-dliness.”1
In truth, these two statements reflect a single point: It is because “a Jew recognizes

G-dliness and is sensitive to that which is supernatural,” that “no Jew desires — and no Jew
can — remain separate from Divinity.”2
