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Hayom Yom: 12 Kislev
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The blessing Baruch ShePtaranil should be recited without mentioning G-d’s Name or
Kingship.2 It is customarily recited also on Monday, Thursday, or Rosh Chodesh, and not only
on Shabbos.3
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We have received the following tradition from the Baal Shem Tov: If one hears an
unfavorable report about another Jew, even a stranger, one should be deeply distressed, for
either of two undesirable factors is true: If the unfavorable report is true, that is undesirable.
And if it is untrue, the person conveying it is in an undesirable situation.4
