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In the Afternoon Service, Tachanun is not recited.1
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The Tzemach Tzedek writes: The love [of G-d at the level] indicated by the verse,2 “Beside You,
| desire nothing,” is such that one desires nothing other than G-d Himself. One does not even
desire “heaven” or “earth,” which allude here to the Higher Gan Eden andthe Lower Gan Eden,
for they were created only through the letter yud.3 Rather, one’s love is directed solely to G-d,
to His very Essence.4

And indeed, these were the words that used to be heard from our mentor and master (the
Alter Rebbe),5 when he entered a state of dveikus: “l desire nothing. | don’t want Your Gan
Eden.6 | don’t want Your World to Come.... | want nothing but You alone.”7
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
