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The first printing of Sefer Shel Beinoniml — Tanya was completed on Tuesday, 20 Kislev, 5557

(1796), in Slavita. It comprised: Part | — Sefer shel Beinonim,and Part Il — Chinuch Katan and
Shaar HaYichud VehaEmunabh.

The first edition of Iggeres HaTeshuvah was originally printed in Zholkva in 5559 (1799).2 The
second edition was first printed in Shklovin 5566 (1806).

Iggeres HaKodesh was first printed in Shklovin 5574 (1814). The revised edition including all

four parts3 was printed in Vilna at the Romm press in 5660 (1900), and has since been
reprinted numerous times.4
