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Hayom Yom: 3 Cheshvan
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In the above-mentioned talk, the Rebbe Rashab continued: “Bereishis is a happy parshabh,
even though its conclusion is not so pleasant. Noach is [the parshah of] the Flood, but the end
of the week is cheerful: our Patriarch Avraham is born.

“The really joyful week is Lech Lecha, for throughout that entire week we live with Avraham,
who was the first to utterly devote his life to proclaiming G-d’s existence in the world. And
this mesirus nefesh he bequeathed as an inheritance to all Jews.”1
