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An explanation [by the Rebbe Rashab] of the fifth approach, abridged: “Walk humbly with G-d
your L-rd.”

This means carefully avoiding all conspicuousness. As the Sages expressed it,1 “A person
should always be sly in his fear [of G-d].” This “slyness” means ensuring that [one’s fear of G-d]
is utterly unnoticeable. As is well known, some early chassidim would conceal their [spiritual
achievements], and were distressed if they were revealed.

This is the kind of teshuvah that comes from walking humbly.
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
